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Joshua 1

YOUR PROMISED LAND
4––WHAT’S YOUR NEXT MOVE?

Joshua 1:1–7 (NKJV) After the death of Moses the servant of the LORD, it came to pass that the LORD spoke to Joshua the son of Nun, Moses’ assistant, saying: 2 “Moses My servant is dead. Now therefore, arise, go over this Jordan, you and all this people, to the land which I am giving to them—the children of Israel. 3 Every place that the sole of your foot will tread upon I have given you, as I said to Moses. 4 From the wilderness and this Lebanon as far as the great river, the River Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and to the Great Sea toward the going down of the sun, shall be your territory. 5 No man shall be able to stand before you all the days of your life; as I was with Moses, so I will be with you. I will not leave you nor forsake you. 6 Be strong and of good courage, for to this people you shall divide as an inheritance the land which I swore to their fathers to give them. 7 Only be strong and very courageous, that you may observe to do according to all the law which Moses My servant commanded you; do not turn from it to the right hand or to the left, that you may prosper wherever you go.”

Joshua 1:3 Every place that the sole of your foot will tread upon I have given you, as I said to Moses.

You don’t possess your Promised Land all at once. You must acquire it “step-by-step.”

SO WE NEED TO GET OUR FEET ON OUR LAND … IN OTHER WORDS, WE NEED TO TAKE STEPS.

THE CHILDREN OF ISRAEL HAD TO TAKE STEPS:

1. They had to decide that to leave the last season and its priorities behind and pursue their Promised Land

1. They had to cross over the Jordan when the river parted (when God presented the opportunity)

1. They had to take Jericho by faith and expect God to do a miracle

1. They had to conquer the Promised Land together for each to possess their portion. There is a portion for you, but the overall Land—vision—is the Lord’s, and He wants us to work together to take it all for His kingdom

SO WE NEED TO TAKE STEPS

EX – MY JOURNEYS:

Territory of The Rock:

1. I heard God speak

1. Kimberly and I had to agree

1. We had to tell our boss

1. We began driving and praying (like prayer walks)

1. We talked with the overseer of the region we felt called to

1. We responded to a request the overseer made to pray 

1. We followed the Lord to come to this location

1. We accepted the invitation and became the pastors

1. We closed the church

1. We began meeting, praying and planning to reopen The Rock

1. We opened April 2000

1. We launched OSL in 2003

1. We have planted and helped plant 35 churches

1. Recently, we’ve had 18 congregations in 5 languages meeting on Campuses

1. Since Covid, we have transformed into 3 strong branches of ministry, Online, House Churches, and once again Campus Services

1. And now we have 7 Regions and Regional Leaders in the US, and we’re appointing City Pastors and City Point Persons

1. We’ve already started 3 BBST trainings besides the BBST for Leaders


Territory of Solid Lives:

1. After speaking at an event for another church, the pastor asked me about OSL. When I explained, she asked that I help them start OSL at their church. After attempting to be non-committal, she pressed me about it.

1. So we began revising OSL for other churches to use.

1. We had also re-launched a Spanish congregation, so we began translating OSL

1. Soon we were serving more churches

1. Then we had to start a department for Solid Lives partner churches

1. Then, the opportunity to take OSL to Guaymas Mexico arose

1. Then other nations began requesting it

1. Soon we realized that this was our primary missions calling

1. Then other Solid Lives ministries arose, like the Solid Lives Magazine

1. And eventually, because it was now reaching far beyond The Rock and required much time, staff and money, we determined that it would be best if we separated it’s ministries, staff and expenses from The Rock. So we merged them with Jerry Dirmann ministries and renamed it “Solid Lives”

1. Now, Solid Lives is a sister organization to The Rock that stands on its own two feet with its own staff, online viewers, house churches, missionaries, and a HUGE multi-church vision called Operation BFAM.

1. Solid Lives has teamed up with The Rock to develop The BFAM Strategy and Resources

James 1:5 (NKJV) If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and without reproach, and it will be given to him.

IF GOD TELLS YOU TO WAIT, THEN WAIT

Acts 1:4 (NKJV) And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father …

2 Samuel 20:4–6, 10 (GW) The king told Amasa, “Call the people of Judah together for me, and in three days be here yourself.” 5 Amasa went to call Judah together, but he took longer to do it than David had given him. 6 David then told Abishai, “Sheba, son of Bichri, will do us more harm than Absalom. Take my men and go after him, or he will find some fortified cities and take the best ones for himself.” …  Verse 10 Amasa wasn’t on his guard against the sword in Joab’s ⌊left⌋ hand. Joab stabbed him in the stomach, and his intestines poured out on the ground. (He died without being stabbed again.) Then Joab and his brother Abishai pursued Sheba, son of Bichri.

Genesis 22:1–3 (NIV) Some time later God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!” “Here I am,” he replied. 2 Then God said, “Take your son, your only son, whom you love—Isaac—and go to the region of Moriah. Sacrifice him there as a burnt offering on a mountain I will show you.” 3 Early the next morning Abraham got up and loaded his donkey. He took with him two of his servants and his son Isaac. When he had cut enough wood for the burnt offering, he set out for the place God had told him about.
